Collegiate Mining 
Competition 

2006 

T h e  A n n u a l

Collegiate Mining 

Games were started twenty-
eight years ago to honour fallen 
miners, preserve traditional 
mining techniques, and allow 
universities within the minerals 
education field to compete 
against each other in old-
fashioned mining methods.  
 

Being the largest event of its 
kind in the world, it is highly 
competitive and there is a great 
amount of prestige for the    
winners. In the past, universities 
and colleges from the US,  
Mexico, Canada and Australia 
have been represented in the 
competition which consists of 
seven events and is generally 
held over the Easter weekend. 
There are divisions in the    
competition for men, alumni, 
women and co-ed teams, and it 
is a fierce fight for the top few 
places.  
 

The WASM Wombats entered 
the mining games 8 years ago, 
have won 5 of those and placed 
in the top three in the            
others.                
                              

The seven events present in the 
competition are airleg drilling, 
gold panning, hand bogging, 
hand steeling (hammer and 
tap), timber sawing, surveying 
and trackstand. 
 

Airleg Drilling -  A hand held 
pneumatic drill mounted on an 
airleg is used to bore horizontal 
holes into concrete.       

Gold Panning - The objective 
of this event is to find five 
pieces of lead from within a 
panful of soil in the quickest 
time without losing any pieces. 
   
HandMucking/Bogging – This 
involves the shovelling of 2   
tonnes of mullock into a rail skip 
and pushing it along a 25m 
length of rail.               
 
Handsteeling - Also known as 
hammer and tap, this event 
uses a four pound hammer and 
a cold chisel to drive down    
vertical holes into concrete.  
 
Timber/SwedeSawing - Using 
36” bow saws, team members 
take turns cutting through 6” x 
6” pine sleeper.                   
 
Surveying - Using an old-
f a s h i o n e d  t r a n s i t  t yp e 
theodolite, the location of an 
unknown point is traversed.  
 
Trackstand - This event       
involves setting up and tearing 
down of a 15’ section of railway 
track, taking care not to incur 
any penalties.                  
                                  
This year, the WASM Wombats 
are going to host  the           
competition at the Prospectors 
and Miners Hall of Fame and 
once again represent their 
school and Australia. We hope 
to see you there on April 13th - 
15th to support the Aussies.
