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Chinese Garden 
 
Early January saw the return of 
the builders from Beijing who will 
be spending the next few 
months in Kalgoorlie to complete 
the Chinese Garden and gate.  A 
group of 6 builders have come 
out from China to continue with 
the garden’s construction.  In 
spite of the awful heat that we 
have experienced over the past 
month, their progress has been 
swift.  It is not unusual to see 
them working hard when we    
arrive in the morning and still 
working when we leave late af-
ternoon.  We are expecting that 
the Chinese Garden and gate 
will be completed and open in 
September 2006. 

Meteorites 
 
The latest addition to the Mark Creasy Minerals Gallery is a      
stunning cabinet housing a selection of meteorites on loan from the 
Western Australian School of Mines.  The samples on display, all 
found in Western Australia, include an iron meteorite, a stony     
meteorite and a stony-iron meteorite.   
Meteorites are natural rocks that 
have fallen to the Earth’s surface 
and due to an arid environment that 
slows down the weathering process 
their numbers build up over time.  
Most meteorites are fragments of 
asteroids and were believed to 
have been formed at the birth of the 
Solar System approximately 4560 
million years ago.  Our sincerest 
appreciation is extended to Mark 
Creasy for his generous donation of 
the cabinet and the WA School of 
Mines for the loan of the meteorites.
